SUNSMART

From September, 5 things to remember ...

UV levels in Victoria are on the rise again so from
September it will be time to grab your sun protection
gear and do the SunSmart Countdown. Whenever UV
levels reach 3 and above, sun protection is needed
because that is when the sun can start to damage skin
and eyes and lead to skin cancer.

Use a combination of the following fuve sun protection

measures:

1 Slip on clothing that covers as much skin as
possible (no singlet tops).

2. Slop on SPF30+ broad spectrum sunscreen
(remember to reapply it before going outside).

3. Slap on a wide brimmed hat that shades the head,
face, neck and ears.

4.  Seek shade.
5. Slide on some wrap around sunglasses (labelled
AS 1067).

Be especialy careful during the middle part of the day
(between 10.00am - 2.00pm or 11.00am - 3.00pm
daylight saving time) when the sun’s UV levels are most
intense.
